The questionnaire (although a small sample) highlighted the importance of providing a safe place for
children to play; keeping the natural landscape and retaining historic features as well as parking.

The questionnaire results emphasised the need more places for safe activities encompassing a
walking community; to attract more tourism through better transport infrastructure and to retain
historic features within new development.
